H Collaboration with Schools for Special Needs Education throughout
the Country

NISE selects its collaborators publicly from schools for special needs education, kindergarten, elementary

schools, lower and upper secondary schools, education boards, education centers, and those involved in school
education, and requests them to provide information and materials for its research projects, provide instruction
and advice, cooperate in joint development and research, use developed teaching methods and trial materials in
actual teaching settings, and cooperate in developing teaching materials, with the aim of facilitating practical
research on special needs education.

NISE also cooperates with relevant school principals’ associations in conducting survey research. In
addition, NISE cooperates with, a parents’ organization, the National Special Needs Education Promotion
Association in organizing National Special Needs Education Promotion Council meetings.

B Collaboration and Cooperation with Foreign Universities and
Research Institutes

NISE collaborates and cooperates with foreign universities and research institutes to gather and analyze

information on support and efforts for special needs education in different foreign countries as well as to
provide information on efforts in the area of special needs education in Japan and findings from Japanese
studies via the Internet both in Japan and abroad.

€ International survey

NISE, as the national center for special needs education, gathers systematically and organizationally

information on foreign systems related to education for children with disabilities as well as provides globally
information on relevant issues present in Japan and other countries.

€ Research exchange with foreign researchers under exchange agreements

NISE has exchange agreements with foreign research institutes under which it holds research workshops,
shares information on special needs education, and promotes exchange of researchers.

Autism, University of Tsukuba

The National Kurihama School for Handicapped
Children was originally established in September,
1973 to provide educational services for severely
and/or multiply disabled children under close
cooperation with National Institute of Special
Education (at that time). According to "The
Structural Reform of Universities" by the minister
of MEXT, the school restarted in April 1, 2004
as Kurihama School for Children with Autism,
University of Tsukuba which has kindergarten

and elementary department to provide educational

services for children with autism with intellectual ¥
disabilities.

As well as conducting education based on

mainstream schools, the school cooperates with University of Tsukuba in promotion of research on education
for children with disabilities and implementation of teaching practice by the student teachers.
In July 2004, University of Tsukuba concluded agreement on educational research with NISE and has

promoted various efforts under the mutual cooperation.

ESymposium and Other Events in Line with the World Autism Awareness
Day

On December 18, 2007, the United Nations
General Assembly adopted a resolution to declare
April 2 as the World Autism Awareness Day,
requesting countries around the world to make
efforts to raise awareness of autism. The World
Autism Awareness Day Executive Committee in
Japan has held the World Autism Awareness Day
Symposium since FY 2009 and NISE serves as a
€OSponsor.

In addition, NISE, in cooperation with Special
Needs Education School for Children with Autism,
University of Tsukuba, which specializes in
educating children with autism, has organized the
World Autism Awareness Day in Yokosuka since FY 2010 under the theme of "For Better Understanding
of Autism" in line with the theme of the World Autism Awareness Day. Since FY 2011, the PTA of Special
Needs Education School for Children with Autism, University of Tsukuba and "Tampopo-no-kai," a group for
parents of people with autism, have also joined the organization of the event in Yokosuka.
