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The institute was founded in October 1971 as the central institute of special education in Japan

to pursue the following purposes:

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Research Activities

The National Institute of Special Education is constituted of research departments and sections
according to categories of disability and implement research activities through the following 4
tvpes of project:

(2) Special research projects carried out bv ad hoc project teams separate from research
departments or sections lo pursue special research issues and pilot research projects on
teaching materials:

The outline of research projects are given hereinafter in the order of (1) regular research

Visual impairments bring two major difficulties to children, i.e.. one in ovientation and mobility
and the other in reading and writing.

The department has been conducting intensive researches on what and how to teach visually
impaired children to overcome these disabilities. Particularly the focus of the researches has been
placed on the reading / writing of visually impaired children, because learning would -be hardly
successful without efficient reading / writing.

The recent projects include researches on training program for efficient braille reading, readiness
for tactual reading of graphic information. efficient use of low vision aids. optimal  visual
conditions for low vision reading. and also include development/application of high-tech devices

and software.

Hearing impairment means difficulties in auditory perception and leads us to recognize the
importance of appropriate educational support for deaf awareness and language development of
the deaf and hard of hearing.

In the field of education for the deaf and hard of hearing, the method of selecting and fitting
hearing aid at young age. the effective use of Sign Language and other manual system and the
nature of language teaching are investigated. Educational support for students with hearing
impairment in ordinary class is also studied.

Speech disorders sometimes lead children to the difficulty of interpersonal communication as
well as retardation in articulation and language development.

In the field of education for the speech handicapped, we have conducted clinical studies on
educational intervention and practical assistance for children through case studies, reconsidering
“speech disorder” as “communication disorder” so that these studies could be informative to

Health impaired children require medical treatment and live under restrictions for a long time.
Some of them recover their health and return to ordinary school. Others need to stay in hospital
for life. In order to correspond to variety of educational settings for the health impaired. the
following researches are being carried out.

Firstly. we study cooperation between special education and medicine. Investigating the actual
conditions of guidance for pre-school children with epilepsy. we search better ways to help the
children. Also. the school adjustment of children born at very low birthweight is being studied
as they are considered to be subjects of the education for the health impaired.

Secondly. psychological issues of the children with health impairments are studied.  Since
increasing in number are the children who manifest several psychosomatic symptoms. it is urgent

need for us to develop any means of educational treatment or psychological care.

This department studies on the issues related to education {for children with the emotional
disturbance. In the name of this department. the emaotional disturbance does not meam psychogenic
emotional disturbance only. but it means the state of emotional disturbance with the wide range
of etiology. The subjects of education for children with emotional disturbance are the children
with autism or atlention-deficit/hvperactivity disorder(ADHD). school refusal. psvehosis. neurosis.
psyehogenic mutism.  Recently. studies on the education for children with ADHD have heen
emphasized 10 meet the increasing social needs.

The consistency and continuity are very important in the education for the disabled children
especially in that for children with the emotional disturbance. hecause of their vulnerability to the
change of environment. To keep the consistency and continnity in each child is indispensable in
the education. moreover it is eligible for all professionals concerning each child with the emotional
disturbance.

Therefore. this department is performing a series of studies on the consistent and total care for
ehildren with the emotional disturbance. How 1o keep the consistency in the transition. how to
exchange the information about each child between professionals. how to program the education
for each child are included in that series of studies.

Other studies are also done in this department such as the entire survev to know the actual
conditions of special classes for children with the emotional disturbance. the development of
educational materials.
