Dept. of Education for Children with Speech and
Hearing Handicaps

Hearing impairment means difficulties in auditory perception and leads
us to recognize the importance of appropriate educational support for deaf
awareness and language development of the deaf and hard of hearing

In the field of education for the deaf and hard of hearing, the method of
selecting and fitting hearing aid at young age, the effective use of Sign
language and other manual system and the nature of language teaching are
investigated. Educational support for students with hearing impairment in
ordinary class is also studied.

Speech disorders sometimes lead children to the difficulty of
interpersonal communication as well as retardation in articulation and
language development.

In the field of education for the speech handicapped, we have conducted
clinical studies on educational intervention and practical assistance for
children through case studies, reconsidering "speech disorder” as

"communication disorder” so that these studies could be informative to SR

Under the extension of normalization, many kinds of de\.:tc:pmenl can be seen such as reexamination on concept
of supports for children with i disabilitics, ct of envi s and methods of supports provided to
them. These trends have been taken into consideration in our rescarch department,

Our research focus is composed of following three areas. The first one is concerning the improvement of
instructional contents, methods, and support system in response to special educational needs and other factors for each
child. Especially, their developmental level and conditions of disabilities are
important information for supporting them. Findings from the discussion
among student, teacher, parents, professionals based on these information
will become so efficient at not only school but also their home. The second
is developing framework for conducting school education successfully, that
is, environmental view. This rescarch includes national curriculum, course of
study, individualized education program. and other related focuses. The third
one is focuses on transition from school o community and community
inclusion for attaining high quality of life. Developing effective transition and
support system according to their life stages is included in this type of research.

Children with health impairments require medical treatment and live
under restrictions for a long time. Some of them recover their health and
return to ordinary school. Others need to stay in hospital for life. In order
to correspond to variety of educational seitings for children with health
impairments, the following researches are being carried out.

We have carried researches on the self care of children with chronic
discases, on educational and psychological care for children with
psychosomatic diseases, and on academic teaching to compensate
learning blank.

From this year, we start working on a new theme, which is educational
and psychological care necessary for children in terminal stage of their
life. The purpose of the study is to examine what education can and RS e AT
should do for those children, and to prepare in-service training for
teachers and enhancement of cducational milicu to accomplish
educational aims.

The department studies on the issue related o education for children with the emotional disturbance. In the name
of this department, the emotional disturbance does not mean psychogenic emotional disturbance only, but it means
the state of emotional disturbance with the wide range of etiology. The subjects of education for children with
emotional disturbance are the children with autism or attention-deficit/hyperactivity disorder (ADHD). school
refusal, psyc sychogenic mutism. Recently, studies on the education for children with ADHD have
been emphasized to meet the increasing social needs,

The consistency and continuity are very important in the education for the disabled children especially in that for
children with the emotional disturbance, because of their vulnerability to the change of environment. To keep the
consistency and continuity in each child is indispensable in the education, moreover it is eligible for all
professionals concerning each child with the emotional disturbance.

Therefore, this department is performing a series of studies on the
consistent and total care for children with the emotional disturbance, How
to keep the consistency in the transition, how to exchange the information
about each child between professionals. how to program the education for
each child are included in that series of studies.

This department is also investigating actual condition of children with the
emotional disturbance in regular classes and developing methods of
assessment and trcatment for them to cope with the extending field of

Various themes have been taken up, and the following are some such
examples: maintenance and enhancement of health; impact of needs arising
from the accompaniment of sensory impairments; educatienal support for
children with severe intellectual and physical disabilities; collaboration
among home, school, welfare and medical sectors, etc.
