The NISE offers guidance and counseling services at the Clinical Center for Children with Special Needs and at
the Branch Section of Education for Children with Autism, in collaboration with the research departments, upon
request for advices on child rearing and/or education of children with disabilities, from parents, families and other
related persons.

The guidance and counseling services are offered either “at the center” or “through correspondence.” During
the “at-center” guidance and counseling services, the client is first interviewed on the life history of the child and

, education a al aspects and advices on a long-term perspective are offered to the client.

The guidance and counseling services
are also available to teachers and other related staff.

In order to promote better services in guidance and counselil ng. the Center and the Branch Section maintain close

contact and information with prefectural and special education centers throughout Japan.
Furthermore, in order to contribute to the local community as a social resource, constant efforts are made to
promote mutual understanding of and information with relevant i in the locality and adjacent
communities.
