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The First Asian and the Pacific International Seminar on Special Education

NISE in cooperation with the Japancse National Commission for
UNESCO had conducted the annual APEID-"Asia and the Pacific
Programme of Educational Innovation for Development-seminars for
more than 20 years. A number of administrators, researchers, teachers
and others of the Asian and the Pacific regions were invited to the
APEID seminars. The First Asian and the Pacific International Seminar
on Special Education takes over the purpose and member countries of
previous APEID seminars but renews some points. Firstly, the theme is
adjusted to the focus on one or two specific topics (e.g. special
education for children with visual and/or hearing impairments in 2002).
Secondly, the seminar is opened to all the professionals on special
education as well as the public in and outside of Japan. Lastly, results
from the discussions on the seminar will be distributed immediately to
all the world through the NISE's Web pages. The new seminar will
enrich educational cooperation among member nations of UNESCO in
the Asian and the Pacific region and also foster the intrinsic
development of education within member nations.
