The National Kurihama School for Children with Disabilities was established in 1973 to provide educational
services for severely and/or multiply disabled children. We work under close co-operation with the National
Institute of Special Education. The degree and types of severe and multiple disabilities are divers and range in a
myriad of ways. As the children’s developmental age is approximately one or two years old, individualized
instruction is given to them.

The National Kurihama School for Children with Disabilities comprises both Pre-school and Elementary
