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In-service Teacher Training

Since the commencement of training programs in 1972, the National Institute of Special Education has trained
approximately 7,300 practicing teachers and some 5,136 others with training.

The institute offers the Leadership training in special education (lyear), the Medium class training in special
education (about 2 months) and the Workshops for leadership training (1 to 10 days). Most of these persons are
actively engaged in special education at schools, education agencies and the like. The institute accommodates all
training participants at the boarding facility and offers a variety of programs including accredited ones for granting
teaching certificates as shown in the table below:Furthermore, beginning in FY2004, NISE is taking courses on
highly specialized content and pressing issues from its training curriculum and providing them over the Internet.
This program is intended to support teacher training at special education centers in each of Japan's prefectures.
