Education (5-1-1, Nobi, Yokosuka City, Kanagawa Prefecture) from Monday, 11th to Saturday 16th of October,
2004. At the seminar, researchers teachers and others playing a leading role in special education will meet together
to make presentations and discussions on research, educational practices, and administrative measures related to the
education of children with Multiple Disabilities with Sensory Impairments including Deafblindness (the term
Deafblindness was added as some countries do not include it in the category of Multiple Disability). others playing
a leading role in special education will meet together to make presentations and discussions on research, educational
practices, and administrative measures related to the education of Children with Disabilities in the Asia-Pacific
region.
