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The National Kurihama School for Children with Disabilities was originally established in 1973 to provide
educational services for severely and/or multiply disabled children under close cooperation with National
Institute of Special Education.

According to "The Structural Reform of Universities" by the minister of MEXT, the school restarted in 2004 as
Kurihama School for Children with Autism, University of Tsukuba.

The school mission is to educate children with autism based on kindergarten and elementary school
curriculum, and enhance knowledge and skill acquisition for compensation of their disabilities. The school also
conducts researches on improvement of curriculum for special schools and assists cooperation with Tsukuba
University to conduct researches on education for children and teaching practicum for students of Tsukuba
University.

NISE collaborates with the school closely in practical researches contributing to implement and fulfillment of
education for children with autism as a national agenda.
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NISE cooperates with Kurihama School, conducting High Priority
Research Projects, case study and practical researches.

Especially, in "Effective Educational Supports based on the Special
Needs of Children with Autistic Disorders -Focused on teaching
contents, teaching methods and managing strategies of school and/or
classroom environment-"(2003-2005), one of Special Research
Projects, Kurihama School and NISE show their collaboration
through developing effective instruction, contents, methods and
educational materials for autistic children.

In addition, NISE staff participate as a lecturer/ supervisor in
annual Practical Research Conference of the school, which aims to
disseminate outcomes of researches or practical experiences for
teachers and other professionals in charge of special education in
Japan.
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Researchers of NISE support teachers to pursue the effective instruction on each child
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Kurihama School and NISE staff hold regular meetings.
NISE staff advise on the instruction and relative activities,
and provide up-to-date information on special education. It

is a good opportunity for school staff to gain further
information and teaching skills through the meetings.
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Provision of evaluation reports and materials on Kurihama School Applicants
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NISE staff and pediatricians conduct educational and
psychological assessment, and behavioral observation on
applicants for Kurihama School and provide the school with
evaluation reports and materials on each child. The school
decides admission on the basis of the multidimensional
evaluation. The files are utilized for recording current status
and drawing up Individualized Education Plan of each child.
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
