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NISE collaborates with schools for the Blind, the Deaf, children with other disabilities and primary/lower
secondary schools throughout Japan for smooth promotion of practical researches. Those schools as research
partnership cooperates in provision of information and data concerning research project, guidance, advice,
collaborative research & development, developed teaching method, experimental practice and development of
teaching materials.

Furthermore, Since 2004, NISE has started to recruit organizations across the country as "Research Partners"
which hope to conduct collaborative research with NISE. The purpose of this new partnership is to carry on
significant research in accordance with educational needs in real classroom situation by sharing mutual
consciousness of challenges, method of researches and research resources.
