Visual impairments bring two major difficulties to children, i.e.. one is orientation and mobility and other in
reading and writing,

The department has been conducting intensive researches on what and how teach visually impaired children to
overcome these disabilities. Particularly the focus of the researches has been placed on the reading / writing of
visually impaired children, because learning would be hardly successful without efficient reading / writing.

The recent projects include researches on training program for efficient braille reading, readiness for tactual
reading of graphic information, efficient use of low vision aids, optimal visual conditions for low vision reading and
also include development / application of high-tech devices and software.

In the field of education for the deaf and hard of hearing, the method of selecting and fitting hearing aid at young
age, the effective use of Sign language and other manual system and the nature of language teaching are
investigated. Educational support for students with hearing impairment in ordinary class is also studied.

Speech disorders sometimes lead children to the difficulty of interpersonal communication as well as retardation
in articulation and language development.

In the field of education for the speech handicapped. we have conducted clinical studies on educational
intervention and practical assistance for children through case studies, reconsidering "speech disorder” as
"communication disorder” so that these studies could be informative to classroom teachers.

Under the extension of normalization, many kinds of development can be seen such that concept of supports for
children with intellectual disabilities, and environments and methods that supports are provided. These trends have
been taken into consideration in our research department.

Our research focus is composed of following three directions. The first one is concerning the improvement of
instructional contents, methods, and support system in response to special educational needs and other factors for
each child. Especially. their developmental features and conditions of disabilities are key information for supporting
them. Findings discussed by the information will become so efficient not only to school but also their home. The
second is developing framework for conducting school education successfully, that is, environmental view. This
research includes national curriculum, course of study, individualized education program, and other related focuses.
The third one is focuses on transition from school o community and community inclusion for attaining high quality
of life. Developing effective transition and support system conducted by their life stage is included in this type of
research.

Current research themes of our research department have been set up under these views and several needs from
school, home, and community.

Children with health impairments require medical treatment and live under restrictions for a long time. Some of
them recover their health and return to ordinary school. Others need to stay in hospital for life. In order to
correspond to variety of educational settings for children with health impairments, the following researches are
being carried out.

Firstly, we study cooperation between special education and medicine. Investigating the actual conditions of
guidance for pre-school children with epilepsy, we search better ways to help the children. Also, the school
adjustment of children born at very low birthweight is being studied as they are considered (o be subjects of the
education for the health impaired.

Secondly, psychological issues of the children with health impairments are studied. Since increasing in number
are the children who manifest several psychosomatic symptoms, we have an urgent need of developing any means
of educational treatment or psychological care,

The department studies on the issue related to education for children with the emotional disturbance. In the name
of this department, the emotional disturbance does not mean psychogenic emotional disturbance only, but it means
the state of emotional disturbance with the wide range of etiology. The subjects of education for children with
emotional disturbance are the children with autism or aitention-deficit/hyperactivity disorder (ADHD), school
refusal, psychosis, neurosis, psychogenic mutism, Recently, studies on the education for children with ADHD have
been emphasized to meet the increasing social needs.

The consistency and continuity are very important in the education for the disabled children especially in that for
children with the emotional disturbance, because of their vulnerability to the change of environment. To keep the
consistency and continuity in each child ndispensable in the education, moreover it is eligible for all
professionals concerning each child with the emotional disturbance.

Therefore, this department is performing a series of studies on the consistent and total care for children with the
emotional disturbance. How to keep the consistency in the transition, how to exchange the information about each
child between professionals, how to program the education for each child are included in that series of studies.

This department is also investigating actual condition of children with the emotional disturbance in regular

clas: nd developing methods of assessment and treatment for them to cope with the extending field of special
education.

Emphasis is
placed on the exploration of concrete research issues through direct contact with these children over a long period of
time in such place as child guidance clinics, schools and institutions, Selution is sought mainly through action
research.

In working with children with multiple disabilities, our department stresses two points: communication based on
mutual relationship and making use of children's spontaneity and autonomy.

Various themes have been taken up, and the following are some such examples: maintenance and enhancement of
health; impact of needs arising from the accompaniment of sensory impairments; educational support for the
severely mentally and physically handicapped; collaboration among heme, school, welfare and medical scctors,

The research project takes over from the two previous special researches: Subtype and intervention research on
pupils and students with learning difficulties in specific academic skills (1991-1994); and Intervention research on
children with learning difficulties (1995-1998).

Ttis aimed to heighten the following objectives: to develop a method Lo identify actual conditions of children with
learning disabilities and its identification criteria, to prepare individual educational plans, to explore the most
appropriale instructional milieu and teachers' qualities required for instructing children with learning disabilities and
to organize in-school support system in elementary and lower secondary schools.
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Study on Effective Education Program and Support Systems for Children with Various kinds of
Difficulties in Ordinary Schools (1999-2001)

Some children with various kinds of difficulties caused by their disabilities are learning in ordinary schools. The
purpose of this study is to investigate practical educational provisions to meet their individual needs and effective
support system for them in partnership between stuffs of special education and regular education.
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Practical Research about Education Activities Based on the New National Curriculum Standards
for Special Schools
—Focusing on "Jiritsu-katsudou' — (2000-2003)

By the revision of the national course of study "Yogo - Kunren" or therapeutic educational program has been
innovated to "Jiritsu-Katsudou" or Activities for Independence which clearly aims at the independence of children
with disabilities. It is now demanded of special schools to plan teaching program of "Jiritsu-katsudou" for each and
every child in their schools. Special schools are required to explore ways to educate children with disabilities from a
more extensive point of view.



The purpose of this project is to research practically and comprehensively on educational activities "to
encourage zest for living”, focusing on "Jiritsu-katsudou". Investigation and analysis will be made on curriculum,
content of education, teacher development, procedure to plan teaching program and evolutional effects in special

schools,
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A Study to intain the Consi in the Education for the Children with Emotional
Disturbance (2000-2002)

Recently, disorders of children who receive the education for the children with emotional disturbance are
diversified and many of them experience the transition among resource rooms, special classes and special schools.
Therefore, it is an urgent issuc how to maintain the consistency in the education for the children with emotional
disturbanee. To explore the practical solutions of this issue is the purpose of the study.
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Research and Develoy of Responsive Envir for Children with Severe and

Multiple Disabilities (2000-2001)

Recently, various types of switches and communication aids are supplied to children with severe and multiple
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disabilities. However, it is important to adapt and fit these switch and aids to his / her state of disabilitics and needs,
and further to develop new assertive devices if necessary.

In this study, units of assertive devices are developed to support each child in order to expand his / her play,
express his /her-self, control his /her surroundings actively, and participate activities in his /her school or
community.
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Research & Development of Multimedia Information System for Special Education (2001-2003)

Recent development of multimedia technology has contributed to improvement of instructional methods as well
as to better quality of life. In this circumstance, it urgently needed to develop and examine effective multimedia
information system for special education. In this study, our project members will explore the themes as follows:

1) Development of accessible interfaces for multimedia information system

2) Effective use of video conference system in the field of special education

3) Implementing Video-on-demand system in the field of special education
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Basic Research on Desirable Educational Curriculum for Pupils with Disabilitics in the 21 Century

Two blue peripheral lines symbolize the cooperative relationship of NISE and NKSCD. And the
blue lines that symblize waves to express the beach of Nobi in Miura Peninsula as well as to stand for
the Japanese character "A" of A LG (Kurihama) where the two institutions are situated.

Embraced by the blue lines that symbolize NISE and NKSCD is the design of a child who spreads
the arms to ward the sun. The sun is colored vermillion to express cheerfulness and passion. The sun
is also associated with Japanese sun-flag, that is, Japan.

The design of the child can also be taken as a pair of hands beholding a precious spherical gem,
thus giving the double meaning of "nurture with care and affection.”
